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BACKGROUND

Â Fine -needle aspiration cytology (FNAC) is still widely used in 
the diagnosis of breast nodules , but : 

Â Percentage of unsatisfactory samples and

Â False -negative rates are a matter of concern

Â Rapid on -site evaluation (ROSE) allows to reduce percentage 
of unsatisfactory specimens

Â Combining ROSE and immediate on -site DIAGNOSIS may 
reduce the percentage of unsatisfactory specimens and of 
false -negative results
